Dear Families,  

I hope you and your family enjoyed winter break and 

that your children are excited and ready to return to school. I 

had a wonderful break, spent time with family and friends 

while catching up on many things at work, and I am looking for-

ward to seeing the students and teachers again!  

The second quarter of the school year is often a very 

challenging one. The quarter begins in November and runs 

through the end of January. Within that time period students 

have a long break for Thanksgiving and then 3 weeks later 

they have a long break for the holidays. Many students will 

return from break feeling refreshed and will engage in the 

learning with eagerness and commitment; while others will 

have had so much fun relaxing and playing that they will strug-

gle with settling back into the routine of school, school work, 

homework, and responsibility.

Parents can be extremely helpful during this time by 

monitoring after school schedules, asking their children about 

homework, checking online grades, and helping to hold your 

student(s) accountable.

The end of the quarter is only four weeks away. That means that students will only have a few 

weeks to finish up assignments, complete required readings, make final adjustments to projects, and 

study for tests. Middle school students often struggle with these school tasks and coming off of a two 

week vacation only adds more challenge to the situation.  Student progress ultimately depends on stu-

dent participation in class, work completion, and study habits. These are learner behaviors that take 

time to develop and require consistency during school and at home. The last minute rush that many stu-

dents engage in at the very end of the quarter may improve the overall grade on the report card, but 

does nothing to develop the learner behaviors necessary for long -term success.  

When we return to school on Tuesday I will be sitting down with teachers to remind them about 

emphasizing these important skills and learner behaviors with their students and I hope you will work 

together with us by emphasizing these skills at home with your child(ren). If all of us ñstudents, teach-

ers, and parents ñwork together during the month of January, then our students will reap the reward 

of positive learning experiences, strengthened learner behaviors, and successful grades at the end of 

the term.
